Pupils can approach Assessed Tasks as stand-alone pieces or as part of a scheme of work. Teachers prepare their pupils for the nature of the task but pieces are not be drafted prior to the assessment lesson. Reading and writing tasks are assessed under exam conditions during one lesson. Planning sheets can be used and task sheets providing guidance and support are provided. 

Ongoing formative feedback is provided to all students verbally or as written comments on marked pieces of work.
