The Minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 7th November 2018 were accepted as a true record.  
Matters Arising  
Recyclable cups for PTFA use – It has been agreed that the PTFA will change over to using recyclable cups. Mary has sourced some that are made from recycled materials and are compostable. Amanda confirmed that there are compost bins on site where these can be disposed of.
 Although there is a small cost increase over the previous cups it was agreed that the environmental impact was more important. We hope that the PTFA can recover most of the cost through donations for tea/coffee etc. it was agreed to look into the purchase of a bin,, which would be kept solely for the cups. A/P2 Mary to purchase cups as discussed and look at purchasing the bin.
It was agreed that rather than asking for a set charge for the teas & coffee we would make a notice informing everyone of our commitment to reducing waste and ask for a minimum donation of 50p per cup.

Sarah Crowley attended the meeting to request funds for an outdoor Pizza oven and BBQ’s near to the cookery rooms .(written request attached) All agreed that is a worthwhile project and agreed in principle to grant the request but it was recognised there may be issues both with the site and Health and safety that need to be discussed. The request was for £1000, it was thought that a lot of the materials may be obtained by donations reducing the actual amount needed so it was agreed to grant a fund of £800 and negotiate any other costs once we knew exactly what was needed.

Proposal for Outdoor Pizza Oven and 4 Outdoor BBQs

Phase 1 Outdoor Pizza oven

Learning Objectives
· Outdoor cooking offered to all year groups
· H&S outdoor cooking
· Heat Transfer/ Cooking Meat
· Links with learning at home and developing cooking skill relevant to home setting
· Food Provenance and Welfare (GCSE)

Whole School Benefit
· Use for school events and fund raisers:
· Summer Party
· Year 7 summer camp
· Summer Concerts
· School productions

A Site has been identified and agreed identified outside Food Technology
To do:
· Metal tank needs removing 
· Slabs placing at the front
· Build pizza oven
· Fencing with gate and possible caging over the top
· Tarpaulin to cover for the winter
· Cut out desk/wall where the fire escape door is for walking access to Food Room.
· H&S planning
· Labour – staff  have volunteered 1 weekend to build the oven 







Phase 2 - 4 BBQ’s. 
Materials:
Charcoal BBQ grill sets are in the region of £50 each with 140-160 bricks needed for each or increasing by a third for tandem BBQ’s. Slabs and Labour
  Materials - we have many of these on site and I will do a parent mail appeal to see if parents have some of these materials they could donate.
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· Fencing		 
· Tarpaulin
· About 30 bricks: at least 20 will need to be smooth and solid, with no recess (frog) or holes (perforations), to form the oven floor.
· 20 breeze blocks 
·  5kg tub of cement or
·  20 x  120cm x 20cm x 20cm wooden beams, 
· long wood screws (for the plinth frame)
· Rubble and big stones
· 10-14 bags of builder’s sand (20kg each)
· 125-175kg clay 
· Assorted glass bottles
· Chimney or plant pot (optional) 
· Large bag (14 litres or 6kg) of wood shavings   or cement to cover the oven 
· BBQ’s, slabs and Bricks
