I am delighted to be able to share our most recent Ofsted inspection report with you, and more 

specifically the outcome that we have ‘taken effective action to maintain the standards identified at 

the previous inspection’, which was outstanding. 

You will no doubt be aware that this was an ungraded inspection, and that Ofsted no longer give 

single word judgements to describe school effectiveness. As we were already ‘outstanding’ across 

all categories from our previous inspection, we have achieved the best possible outcome under 

the new framework, which is to maintain the highest standards that we had set for ourselves. 

The report enclosed is hugely positive and complimentary about our school community, and whilst 

the inspectors were only with us for two days, it encapsulates much of what makes St Mary’s such 

a special place to work and learn.  

We were inspected, as you know, in the penultimate week of term before Christmas and it is 

therefore even more encouraging to read their comments about our pupils being ‘proud of their 

school’ and about their ‘strong behaviour’. Of greatest importance to me is that they feel safe, and 

I was pleased to read that our pupils would ‘recommend St Mary’s to a friend’.
