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Did You Know?
Germany did not pay off the reparations bill until 2010. Repayment was interrupted
by Hitler during his time in power, which delayed the final pay off to 1996.
However, a clause in the agreement said that Germany would have to pay interest
on the bill if Germany were ever to reunite, which of course it did in 1990. So the
final historic payment of £59m was made on Sunday, 3rd October 2010, ninety-two
years after the war ended.
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
