Simon Weston’s Story
When the RFA Sir Galahad was destroyed during the Falklands War, in 1982, on board was Simon Weston, Welsh Guardsman. Simon was severely injured, sustaining serious burns to 46% of his body. The apostles remembered that Jesus had forewarned them - but they had no idea how quickly events would unfold. Things worked out exactly as Jesus had warned them in the long farewell talk, he had with them at the Last Supper (John’s Gospel, chapters 13-17). Filled with the Holy Spirit, Peter and the other apostles preached openly and confidently about the Resurrection of Jesus. They worked many miracles among the people, who flocked to listen to them.

“So many signs and wonders were worked by the apostles that the sick were even taken out into the streets and laid on beds and sleeping-mats in the hope that at least the shadow of Peter might fall across some of them as he went past”

The excitement that was generated from the people becoming cured was exactly what the Jewish authority feared. The high priest was jealous, With the backing of the Sadducees they had the apostles put in prison. God was with the apostles. “At night, an angel of the Lord opened the prison gates and said as he led them out, ‘Go and stand in the Temple, and tell all the people about the new Life’ (Acts 5:19-21)Sadducees were a group of Jews that denied Jesus resurrection and any existence of spirits.

Stoning of Stephen
As the number of disciples steadily increased, the apostles elected Stephen, a man of great faith, to help them. Stephen was filled with grace and power and began to work miracles and great signs among the people. 

Before long, he was arrested and brought before the Sanhedrin, the high council. In a powerful speech he showed how the Old Testament prophecies had been fulfilled in Jesus. 

He ended by attacking the emptiness of the Temple worship and the blindness of the religious authorities of Jerusalem:“You stubborn people, with your pagan hearts and pagan ears. You are always resisting the Holy Spirit, just as your ancestors used to do” Acts 7:51

The members of the council were raging and took what he said as blasphemy. They dragged him outside the city and stoned him. Stephen was praying all the time and when the great stones began to strike him. Stephen was praying all the time and when the great stones began to strike him, he went on his knees and cried aloud, “Lord, do not count this sin against them!”Blasphemy means false speech about holy things, e.g. swearing or cursing


Stephen was on his own, no one had taken his side. He could have apologised and taken back what he had said.

Lesson 6: Saul’s Experience
L.O: To be aware of the challenges the first Christians encountered. To reflect on the challenges we face as Christians. 

Saul planned to go on persecuting the Christians until there were none left anywhere. He heard there were many in Damascus, a city about 150 miles from Jerusalem. He sat out on his journey determined that no one should stand in his way. Just before he reached the city, suddenly and without warning, a great light, much stronger than the sun, shone around him. He fell down on the ground and heard a voice say, “Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me?” “Who are you, Lord?” he asked, and the voice answered, “I am Jesus, and you are persecuting me, get up and go into the city and you will be told what you have to do.” Persecution means hostility and ill-treatment because of religious beliefs.


Jesus told Saul he had been persecuting him. Anyone who persecutes Christians, or the Christian church, is persecuting Christ himself.Conversion: a process in which someone changes to a new religion or belief 


Saul experienced a deep conversion. (You can read about it in Acts 9:1-19). In one moment Saul understood that Jesus was the true Messiah and that he (Saul) had helped murder and imprison innocent people. He began to preach for and not against Jesus. He showed the Jews that Jesus was really risen from the dead and had sent his Spirit to be with all who believed in him. No matter what happened he wouldn’t stop preaching; his arguments were convincing, and everyone was listening to him. A person's past does not matter to Christ. He is more interested in a person's future. Even though Saul had been one of Jesus' cruellest enemies, he became one of his closest friends. God's forgiveness is full and final. Paul's conversion proves that God can call and transform anyone he chooses, even the most hard-hearted.
[image: RevelationCentral.com – THE ACTS OF ANANIAS]Saul was blinded. His companions led him into Damascus to a man named Judas, on Straight Street. For three days Saul was blind and didn't eat or drink.
Meanwhile, Jesus appeared in a vision to a disciple in Damascus named Ananias and told him to go to Saul. Ananias was afraid because he knew Saul's reputation as a merciless enemy of the Church. 
Jesus repeated his command, explaining that Saul was chosen to deliver the gospel. So Ananias found Saul at Judas' house, praying for help. Ananias laid his hands on Saul, telling him Jesus had sent him to restore his sight and that Saul might be filled with the Holy Spirit.
Something like scales fell from Saul's eyes, and he could see again. He was baptised into the Christian faith. Saul ate, regained his strength, and stayed with the Damascus disciples for three days.

Lesson seven:
Peter’s Arrest
L.O: To be aware of the challenges the first Christians encountered. To reflect on the challenges we face as Christians. 
[image: ]The King Herod we read about in Acts 12 is Herod Agrippa I, the grandson of the Herod who wanted to kill Jesus when Jesus was a baby. Like his grandfather, Herod Agrippa I, was a cruel man. He was made ruler over the Jews. Because Herod wanted to be popular with people, he began to persecute the new followers of Jesus.


Herod had James killed. James was one of the original twelve disciples.
We first read about James when he and his brother, John, were fishing with their father. James was one of the three disciples that were closest to Jesus. Sadly, killing James made the Jews who did not believe in Jesus very happy. Herod decided to continue harming the believers, and he had Peter arrested. Herod intended to put Peter on trial and have him killed. 

Herod ordered four groups of four soldiers to guard Peter. That is 16 soldiers to guard one man! Peter was not a violent or dangerous man, he had not hurt anyone. Peter was simply preaching the Good News of Jesus. Herod was being cruel just to gain popularity with the Jews who hated the believers. The rest of the believers were very worried about Peter. 

While Peter was being kept in jail, the church never stopped praying to God for him. - Acts 12:5 

Praying was the BEST thing to do! The believers did not plan a prison break, or start to spread rumours about Herod. They took their concerns and worries to God.

The night before Peter was to be put on trial, he was asleep and bound by two chains. A soldier was guarding him on each side, and two other soldiers were guarding the entrance to the jail. 
Suddenly an angel of the Lord appeared. A light shone in the prison cell. The angel struck Peter on his side. Peter woke up. "Quick!" the angel said. "Get up!" The chains fell off Peter's wrists. Then the angel said to him, "Put on your clothes and sandals." Peter did so. "Put on your coat," the angel told him. "Follow me." Peter followed him out of the prison. But he had no idea that what the angel was doing was really happening. He thought he was seeing a vision. They passed the first and second guards. Then they came to the iron gate leading to the city. It opened for them by itself. They went through it. They walked the length of one street. Suddenly the angel left Peter. - Acts 12:6-10

In 64 AD there was a large fire in Rome

[image: Notre Dame professor tackles 'myth' of Christian martyrdom]Nero decided to blame the Christians for the fire 
and torture them.
Rome was certainly not a safe place for St Peter to preach a new message. 
Tradition has always maintained that Peter was martyred in Rome, crucified upside down as he did not consider himself worthy to die in the same way as Jesus.
After Jesus’ resurrection, Peter travelled widely to preach Jesus’ message and convert people to Christianity. In Acts, Peter is portrayed as a model disciple for others to emulate.
Peter is also important because the gospels describe Jesus as calling Peter his “rock” upon which the future church would be built. He was the first to begin preaching to non-Jews. 
Peter could not have carried out his mission without God’s help. He was given the gift of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost which enable him to have the courage to spread the Gospel despite the danger and persecution he faced.
