Below is a list of equipment that will be essential for you to bring to ALL of your DT GCSE lessons.
Much of the equipment below is required for many of your other lessons so do not worry about having to go out and spend a lot of money just for DT, however there will be some items which you will definitely need for doing practical after Christmas.
Stationery
1) One or more black/blue biros
2) One or more black fine liner pen
3) More than one HB pencil
4) A full set of coloured pencils
5) An Eraser
6) A pencil sharpener
7) A 30cm Ruler
8) A Glue stick
9) An A3 plastic wallet type folder (this does not have to be anything expensive, i.e. a folder with multiple sleeves in it, just something that you can put any worksheets/books inside). I do have some spares so if you cannot get one then I will be able to provide a limited number. It is better if you get your own though.
PPE (COVID) - optional, but due to the space restrictions in the DT room (particularly when using the computers) you may wish to bring these items
1) A facemask (reusable fabric ones are best)
2) Hand sanitiser or sanitising wipes (there will be some provision of hand sanitiser in the room but it will be useful for you to have your own)
PPE (for practical work) – you will not need these for the first term of the academic year, only after Christmas
1) An Apron (one that can be tied securely at the back and with a loop that goes over the head and around the back of your neck)
2) A pair of goggles (clear plastic impact resistant goggles, can be bought from B&Q cheaply or I can source for you)
